T cover on a beautiful Saskatchewan
day as a typical prairie scene
unfolded on the farm of Don and Celine
Kleiboer. Along with her 2 sons and their
wives, Celine loaded a car with lunch for
the harvest workers. Like most busy times,
help was present in the form of family
friends, Cliff and Nicole Pyle. The group
headed down the dusty gravel road, food
pots rattling around them, and it felt like
harvests from numerous years past. Yet
something was different...the labourers
were not to be found in the fields of wheat.

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omething Was Missing

ong before IMPACT 2009, I was
L blessed with the gift of faith. Because

of my family and my church com-
munity, I had always believed in God and
understood that He loved me and that I
could have a relationship with Him. So from
a young age I chose to accept Jesus and live
for Him. Still, I always felt like there was
something missing. And as I experienced
life’s ups and downs, I knew that my rela-
tionship with Jesus was somehow incom-
plete. During high school, at weekend

retreats and other events, I had the oppor-
tunity to “say this prayer” or “do this” in
order to commit my life to Christ. So I did
those things and chose to accept Jesus over
and over. Then I would get home, go back
to my friends, and the excitement and
enthusiasm I had felt were forgotten. I can't
count how many times this happened. And
it angered me.

While attending RiseUp in Toronto in
2008, I heard about IMPACT and it sound-
ed perfect. An opportunity to give my sum-
mer to God - maybe that was
the surrender He was asking
of me? I thought this oppor-
tunity to live in community
with other Catholics would
deepen my faith. And maybe
by living this way for an entire
summer, it would stick.

At Summit, IMPACT’s
monthly Eucharistic adora-
tion event, I sat near the front
of the church with Jesus, pres-
ent in the Eucharist, no more
than 20 feet from me. While I
prayed I was aware of a
young man kneeling at the
front. As I watched, he got off
his knees and prostrated him-
self before the Eucharist and
in this moment, something
happened within my heart. In
my journal I wrote, “HOW
CAN THEY NOT KNOW?” It
broke my heart to think that
the same God who can inspire
a man to lie face down to the
ground is nothing more than

amere name to many others. Not just to ran-
dom people but to my peers, my friends,
some of my family - to people I care about.
It was then that I realized I was the one who
was supposed to tell them. Iam chosen and
called to proclaim His name. I realized that
this was what had been missing in my rela-
tionship with God. I had been living this
relationship as best I could before coming
on IMPACT, but Inow realized that my zeal
and enthusiasm is fuelled when I share my
faith. It is extinguished when I do not.

A few weeks before mission ended, a
CCO staff member asked me what would
happen when I went home. She told me I
had a choice. I could either go home as if
nothing had changed, or I could go home
an evangelist. For me, the choice was com-
pletely obvious. God has made it clear to
me that I was made for this. I want to show
others that my Saviour is also their Saviour.
My spiritual life had been incomplete with-
out evangelization. So I decided to accept
that call and to commit to being a mission-
ary. Since being home I have been able to
put into practice all that God taught me
through IMPACT. Our Catholic group at
McMaster University is now leading 22 stu-
dents in the CCO Discovery faith study and
T'am justitching to reach out to all of the stu-
dents on campus... one person at a time. ¢

would love to look back on my life
I and say that I was a good boy. But

my early years were my useless
years, ones that I feel should be forgot-
ten. I struggled with selfishness and
always wanted the best stuff and most
expensive gifts. I spent countless
Christmases opening gifts I didn’t
appreciate, oblivious to the thought
behind the gift and with little regard to
the non-materialistic nature of my
Nigerian culture.

To relieve myself of the disappoint-
ment I got involved with a group of
like-minded, self-centred friends and
participated in a group called
WDP...”We Don’t Pay”. Ironically,
throughout this period I still attended
church weekly. I knew that church
should have a place in my life, but I still
regarded it as just an obligation.

Entering university, I was surround-
ed by anti-religious people and
immersed myself in an environment of
regular clubbing and boozing. I was
clearly spiralling in the wrong direction
and by second year I was quite con-
fused about my faith. Then my sister
joined Impact 2007 in Vancouver and
invited me out to some Impact events.
I resisted initially, convinced that those

flaws. I didn’t seem to evaluate that if
I feared being judged by someone,
what I was doing might actually be
wrong. I can’t remember what com-
pelled me to change my mind about
going, but 2 months into the summer I
decided to attend. I saw the young and
the old, people from all walks of life,
nearly 500 of them in a church on a Sat-
urday night. I didn’t understand many
of the things they did including some
people laying down at the altar and
looking at this piece of bread for near-
ly an hour...but something beckoned
me to follow them, grab a candle, and
kneel at the altar. I can’t claim to know
what happened, but something in me
changed. Later that night I went club-
bing, but I felt weird. The things going
on in there, the drunken people, the
lust, the vulgarity - it seemed so much
clearer now. Or perhaps I was simply
sober.

That first CCO Summit I decided to
follow Christ. Until this Impact 2009
mission I still struggled with an inabil-

The short-term pleasure of drunk-
en nights no longer satisfied me and I
realized that despite possessing things,
I did not possess the same sense of joy
in the

Shortly after that fateful night 2 years
ago at the Summit, [ had a dream. The
world was a dark mass with small
pockets of glowing lights. Some
expanded and overflowed into the
darkness and others were dimming

and going out. I realized that these were
the children of the light, the followers
of Christ that I had heard about. Those
in a community fostering their growth
were the expanding globes of light.
Those that were off to themselves were
like me, dimming lights with the dark-
ness overwhelming them and blocking
out their light.
